
Brazilian Justification of 
Electoral Absence

Introduction
The aerogram for ELECTORAL JUSTIFICATION was created by the Superior Electoral Court 
(TSE), through resolution nº 10,054 of June 20, 1976. It had exclusive use in national territory by 
voters who were outside their electoral domicile in the election of November 15, 1976, the date 
that elections for mayors and councilors took place in Brazilian cities.

In its Chapter II, Art. 3rd, the resolution reads:
“The request for justification posted in the mail on election day will excempt voters from provid-
ing proof of absence from his/her electoral domicile.
§ 1 The Application will be formulated, preferably, in a specific form, according to model I at-
tached, which can be purchased in advance at the post offices.
§ 2 On the day of the election, the form will be taken to the post office which, after processing 
the 1st part, will apply a reception cancel on the 2nd part, returning it to the interested party, the 
2nd part will be used as proof, for all legal purposes, that the voter requested the justification 
(Law nº. 6.091, art. 16º, § 1º)”.
§ 4 - The 2nd part of the form, duly cancelled by the Postal Service on the date of the election, 
will prove the voter’s settlement with the Electoral Justice up to six months after the election.

Objective
Present the study of Brazilian justification of electoral absence, issued during the years of 1976 
and 1996, introducing all of the issues used and its varieties.

Development
The collection is developed according to the type and chronological order of issues. The classifi-
cation of electoral justifications was designed based on studies of models, roles and fluorescence.

Condition
Most part of the presented materials are mint. The reason for a small presence of used docu-
ments is becausem, as determined by the TSE, the used justifications  should be collected by the 
electoral justice, being archived for a period of two years, after which they would be incinerated. 
In this way, the documents for Electoral Justification postalized and correctly circulated are ex-
tremely scarce.

This is an original study produced by the author with the presentation of a lengthy personal 
study on the different papers and fluorescences.
